Chantelle Houghton  / Preston as Paris Hilton - Paris being 
the heiress to a share of the Hilton Hotel fortune & so called 
'celebutante' / Chantelle being the non-celebrity winner of 
the 2006 Celebrity Big Brother, as well as ex-Paris Hilton 
look-a-like 

3 Picture 3 - Who is this "Bloomsbury Group" member? Virginia Woolf - The English novelist (1882-1941) is 
regarded as one of the foremost modernist literary figures of 
the 20th Century / The Bloomsbury Group was a collective 
of pre-famous friends and relatives who lived, worked or 
studied near Bloomsbury in London / Their work deeply 
influenced literature, aesthetics, criticism, economics, and 
attitudes towards feminism, pacifism & sexuality / Best 
known other members were John Maynard Keynes, EM 
Forster & Lytton Strachey 

4 Picture 4 - The rise and fall of who? Ziggy Stardust and the Spiders from Mars - The 
1972 concept album by David Bowie presenting the story of 
Ziggy Stardust, the human manifestation of an alien / Bowie 
has said the real-life inspiration for Ziggy was chiefly Vince 
Taylor frontman of The Playboys 

5 Picture 5 - What is it? A Sudoku puzzle - The objective is to fill a 9 x 9 grid with 
digits so that each column, each row, and each of the 3 x 3 
sub-grids, contain all the digits 1-9 

6 Picture 6 - What's his nickname? The Thorpedo or Thorpey - Ian Thorpe is a former 
Australian freestyle swimmer /  In total he has won 11 World 
Championship medals / He won 5 Olympic gold medals, the 
most won by any Auzzie, and in 2001 he became the first 
person to win 6 gold medals in one World Championship / 

7 Picture 7 - A cub what? Cheetah - Distinguished from the Leopard by a hairier 
face, high set eyes, and the dark black tear markings that 
run from the corner of its eyes down the sides of the nose to 
its mouth (to keep sunlight out of its eyes and to aid in 
hunting and seeing long distances) / Cheetahs lack climbing 
ability but are the fastest land animals 

8 Picture 8 - Half the official graphic of what? The Euro sign - Inspiration for the Euro symbol came 
from the Greek E (epsilon � ) – a reference to the cradle of 
European civilization – and the first letter of the word 
Europe, crossed by two parallel lines to ‘certify’ the stability 
of the euro  

9 Picture 9 - According to the title, what are they? Survivors - The BBC TV series began in 2008 as a 
remake of the original in 1975-1977 created by Terry Nation 
/ It follows a group of people who survive a virulent strain of 
influenza which wiped out 99% of the world's population  

10 Picture 10 - Name the Presidents George Washington, Thomas Jefferson, Theodore 
Roosevelt & Abraham Lincoln - Mount Rushmore 
National Memorial is a monumental granite sculpture by 
Gutzon Borglum near Keystone, South Dakota in the US / It
